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Riders preparing for third “horse theater’

The young horse riders at
Jeremy’s Ranch in southeast Poway
enjoyed their first two productions
of horse theater so much, that they
are planning a third performance
this spring.

These unique performances are
popular because the riders and
horses must precisely coordinate
their movements to music or poetry.
Horse theater also includes the
reading horse-related poetry, and
musical performances by the riders
that are inspired by horses.

non-competitive environment where
English riding and all aspects of
equine care are taught.

The idea of horse theater was
created by Stephanie Kicinski, who
founded the ranch in 1990. The
shows are popular with the young
riders at Jeremy’s Ranch because
they get to perform with their hors-
es in front of a crowd.

Spectators at performances are
seated atop a British double decker
bus, in order to view the perform-
ance from overhead.
